Welcome back to another exciting term. We are extremely grateful for 
all of your support and understanding, particularly over the final two 
weeks of last term as we completed the enormous task of moving nine 
classrooms, and re-homing several resource rooms/spaces and our 
meeting room. We are so grateful to the many parents/whǕnau and 
community members who helped us move and a special thanks to Tom 
(Adams) on our Board of Trustees and some of his Year 12 students 
from St Andrews College who also helped us move during their school 
holidays. All going well, this second phase of our Ministry of Education 
funded property renovations will be completed before the end of this 
school year.  

 
Our Board of Trustees have a plan to ensure that the rest of the school 
is also upgraded/renovated. This Board of Trustees funded work has 
already begun, with Rooms 7 and 8 having new carpet laid at the start 
of this year. We understand that some of the new water fountains will 
be installed sooner than expected, and these will be extremely 
welcomed as we host more of our community members, who are 
utilising our sports facilities - basketball hoops, all weather cricket pitch 
and all weather multi purpose court on the lower field. 
 
Our key learning focus for Term 2 is óChallenge/Werohiaô, with our key 
curriculum focus being Technology. This links nicely to this terms 
RIVER value of Integrity / Ngakau tapatahi and our continued focus on 
being kind. One excellent example of taking up a challenge, showing 
integrity and being a true example of an ǽpǕwa Voyager is Nikou Fox - 
our 2018 Deputy Student Council Chairperson, leader of our Kapa 
Haka and role model. This Year Nikou is in Year 9 at Shirley Boys High 
School and over the last school holidays Nikou accepted the challenge 
of attending a national U14 Basketball Training Camp in Rotorua. At the end of the 
camp, Nikou was selected to travel to Australia (in June this year) to represent NZ in 
the NZ U14 Basketball team to play Australia. Feedback from the selectors was that 
Nikou was a fantastic team player and how willing he was to learn and contribute to 
the team. We are so proud of Nikou and wish him well on his travels in June. This is 
an excellent example of what we want for all of our ǽpǕwa Voyagers - to take risks 
and rise to the challenges that life offers us.

¶ The uniform should be clean, tidy and named. 

¶ Only the long sleeved ǽpǕwa School undergarment (gunmetal grey) should be visible under the ǽpǕwa polo 
shirt. 

¶ Socks/tights - plain navy, black or white. 

¶ Shoes must be black, brown or predominantly white trainers, leather shoes or sandals. 

¶ School sun hats must be worn in Terms 1 and 4.  Plain black or beige bucket/wide brimmed hat or cap. 

¶ No nail polish and/or makeup to be worn at school. 

¶ Coloured hair is not appropriate. 

¶ Hair accessories: plain black, nave or orange headbands, ties, ribbons, bows or clips.  Ties, ribbons, bows or 
clips to be no longer than 8cm in diameter. 

¶ Drawing on skin and tattoo transfers are not acceptable. 

¶ One piece swimming togs are recommended. 

¶ No jewellery should be worn except watches and ear studs or sleepers.  No other earrings.  Any other 
jewellery, including rings and necklaces can be a safety hazard and are not to be worn at school.  All 
jewellery must be removed for sport.  Variations due to cultural or religious beliefs are allowed on written 
request from parents/caregivers.
